Starting with a magic ring, work 6 sc into the ring. End with a sl st. (6)

2. Ch 1. Work 2 scin each st. End with a sl st. (12)

Ch 1. Work "1 sc, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with a sl st. (18)

. Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 2 sts, 2 scin the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End

with a sl st. (24)

Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 3 sts, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with
aslst. (30)

Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 4 sts, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with
aslst. (36)

Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 5 sts, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with
aslst. (42)

Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 6 sts, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with
aslst. (48)

Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 7 sts, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with
aslst. (54)

10.Ch 1. Work "1 sc in the next 8 sts, 2 sc in the next st". Repeat "to" to the end of the rnd. End with

aslst. (60)

11.Ch 1. Work 1 sc into the BL of each st to the end of the rnd. End with a sl st. (60)
12.Now you will begin working in a spiral. Work 1 rnd of sc. (60)
13.Work 1 rnd of long-sc in each st. (work into the base of the row below) (60)

Repeat rows 12 and 13 a total of 7 times. End with a sl st. Cut the yarn and weave in the ends.

Cut the leather strap so you have a piece that is approx. 14 %", rounding the corners slightly. Using the
leather punch, make a hole on either end. Attach the handle to the basket with the rivets.
