Rainbow Cotton 8/4 or Rainbow organic 8/4
2 safety eyes 7 mm Ch: Chain
Toy stuffing

Sl st: Slip stitch

Supplies:
Colour A: Approx. 50 g.
Colour B: Approx. 1-2 g.
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Beak:

Use colour B and crochet hook size B1 (2,5 mm)

Ch 5.

1. Sc1insecond ch from the hook. Sc 1 in the next 2 ch. Sc 3 in the last ch. Now crochet into the
other side of your chain. Sc 1 in the next 2 ch. Sc 2 in last ch. (10)

2. Sc1ineachstall round. (10)
Sc 1in each stall round. (10)
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4. Sc1in each stall round. (10) - Leave a long end for later assembly.

Head:

Use colour A and crochet hook size B1 (2,5 mm)
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15 *Sc 1 in the next 6 st, sc 2 tog*.
16.*Sc 1 in the next 5 st, sc 2 tog*

17.*Sc 1 in the next 4 st, sc 2 tog*
18.*Sc 1 in the next 3 st, sc 2 tog*
19.*Sc 1 in the next 2 st, sc 2 tog*

Make a Mr and sc 6 into the ring. (6)

Sc 2 in each stitch all round. (12)

*Sc 1, sc 2 in next st*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (18)

*Sc 1 in the next 2 st, sc 2 in next st*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (24)
*Sc 1 in the next 3 st, sc 2 in next st*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (30)
*Sc 1 in the next 4 st, sc 2 in next st*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (36)
*Sc 1 in the next 5 st, sc 2 in next st*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (42)
*Sc 1 in the next 6 st, sc 2 in next st*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (48)
-14.*Sc 1 in each st all round. (48)

Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (42)

. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (36)
. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (30)
. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (24)
. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (18) Insert the eyes

between round 13 and 14, place with an 8-stitch gab. Stuff the head.
20.*Sc 1, sc 2 tog*. Repeat from * to * the remainder of the round. (12)
21.Sc 2 tog all round. (6)

Sew the gap completely closed and leave a long end for later assembly.
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Beak and eves:

1. The head is now finished and ready for the
beak to be added.

2. Sew the beak on between the eyes and a
row further down.

3. Ifyou want to, you can shape the face and 4. outone side of the eye and back in again
add dimples behind the eyes like this: on the other side of the eye.
Using colour A, pull a needle and thread
through the head,
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5. Pull the thread and tighten lightly. 6. Now pull the needle and thread out by the
other eye and back in on the other side of
the eye.

7. Pull the needle back out though the head. 8. Pull the two ends and tighten carefully
until you have the desired dimples. Fasten
off and weave in ends. You now have
dimples by the eyes.

Curls:

Use colour A and crochet hook size B1 (2,5 mm) for the curls. You'll make two different size fringe
curls.

Curly fringe:

1. Ch5.Sc 2 in second st from the hook. Sc 2 in each of the remaining ch. Leave a long end for later

assembly.
2. Ch 6.Sc 2 in second st from the hook. Sc 2 in each of the remaining ch. Leave a long end for later
assembly.
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1. We’re now ready to add the curly fringe. 2. Sew the curls on the middle of the forehead.

The comforter:

Use colour A and crochet hook size C1 (3.0 mm)
