Measurements after felting: 

Bottom: 8.3 inch diameter 

Height: 7 inches  

 

Tension:  

12 ½ st x 7 rows = 4 x 4 inches before felting. 

 

Supplies: Approx 230g each.  

 

 

 

 

 

Abbreviations: 

Mr: Magic ring 

Ch: Chain 

St: Stitch 

Sc: Single crochet 

Sl st: Slip stitch 

Dc: Double crochet

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Pattern:  

Bottom:  

1. Make a mr and ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 11 into the ring. Tighten the ring and finish with a sl st. 

(12) 

 

2. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 2 in all st all round. Finish with a sl st. (24) 

 

3. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (36) 

 

4. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 2 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 2 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (48) 

 

5. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 3 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 3 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (60) 

 

6. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 4 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 4 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (72) 

 

7. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 5 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 5 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (84) 

 

8. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 6 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 6 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (96) 

 

9. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 7 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 7 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (108) 

 

10. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in same st. Dc 1 in next 8 st. “Dc 2 in next st, dc 1 in next 8 st”. Repeat 

from “ to “ all round and finish with a sl st. (108) 
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Now to make the sides: 

Ch 3 (counts as dc 1), dc 1 in all st all round. Finish with a sl st. (120) 

Repeat this round a total of 14 times.  

 

 

Handle/ Edging: 

1. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in the next 19 st. Ch 20, skip 20 and dc 1 in next st. Dc 1 in the next 39 

st. Ch 20, skip 20 and dc 1 in next st. Dc 1 in each of the remaining 19 st. Finish with a sl st. 

2. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in each of the st and ch all round. Finish with a sl st. (120) 

3. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in each of the st all round. Finish with a sl st. (120) 

4. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in each of the st all round. Finish with a sl st. (120) 

 

Fasten off and weave in ends. 

 

 

Guide Handle/ Edging::  

 
1. Ch 3 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in next 19 st. 

 
2. Ch 20.  
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3. Skip 20 st and dc 1 in next st.  

 
4. Dc 1 in next 39 st.  

 

 
5. Ch 20,  

 
6. skip 20 st and dc 1 in next st.  

 

 
7. Dc 1 in each of the remaining 19 st. Finish 

with a sl st. 
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8. Ch 3 (counts as 1 dc). Dc 1 in all of the st and 

ch all round. Finish with a sl st. (120) 

 
9. Ch 2 (counts as dc 1). Dc 1 in all st all round. 

Finish with a sl st. (120) Repeat this round a 

total of 2 times.  

 
10. Fasten off and weave in ends.  

 

 

Felting:  

Felting can vary from one machine to another. 

Wash the purse in the washing machine at 60 degrees on a normal wash (Not quick or short wash). If 

you don’t think it’s felted enough, then give it another wash. This one has been given a normal wash at 

60 degrees (60 minute wash at 1400 revolutions per minute). Straighten it out and shape as you wish 

while it’s still wet. Leave to dry.
