9½”x9½”	(24x24	
cm)	
If	you	want	a	larger	cloth,	add	more	sts	
divisible	by	14.

ch:	chain

Note.	You	turn	using	3	ch	which	replace	1	dc.	

1. Cast	on	58	ch.	Work	2	dc	in	3rd	ch	from	the	hook.	(Work	1	dc	in	the	next	3	ch.	”Work	3	dc	tog	over	
the	next	3	ch”.		Repeat	”to”	2	times	all	in	all.	Work	1	dc	in	the	next	3	ch.	Work	3	dc	in	the	next	2	ch.)	
Repeat	(to)	across	until	you	have	4	ch	left.	Work	1	dc	in	the	next	3	ch,	and	3	dc	in	last	ch.	
	

2. Turn	with	3	ch.	Work	2	dc	in	first	st.	(Work	1	dc	in	the	next	3	sts.	”Work	3	dc	tog	over	the	next	3	
sts”.	Repeat	”to”	2	times	all	in	all.	Work	1	dc	in	the	next	3	sts.	Work	3	dc	in	the	next	2	sts.)		
Repeat	(to)	across	until	you	have	4	sts	left.	Work	1	dc	in	the	next	3	sts,	and	3	dc	in	last	st.	
	
Repeat	row	2	until	you	have	23	rows	all	in	all.
