Eyes 14 mm row or with the number after x.

Buttons () At the end of the line - indicates the total
Filling number of stitches.

Crochet hook (Sweetheart Bunnies) 4,0 - 5,0 mm
Crochet hook (Jacket] 2,0 - 3,0 mm

The given amounts of yarn are for guidance only.

If nothing else is specified, work in spiral rounds.
To finish the work, join the round with a sl st.
Leave a 20 cm length of yarn and cut. Pull the
yarn through the stitch.

It is recommended that the filling continues on an
ongoing basis as the work progresses.

Mounting of the safety eyes:

The eyes are inserted, and the rear stops fo the
eyes are pushed from the inside.

The rear stops can and should be a litle hard to
plug in fo ensure that they are sticking well.

Cut the yarn and pull through the stitches, tighten
and sew the head together.

Shape the head and the eye hollows:

With Bohéme Velvet “double”, thread a needle with
approx. 25 cm yarn.

Put the needle in from under the chin and out at the
side of the eye.

Guide the thread around some stitches by the eye
and then back out under the chin. Tighten the yarn
to form the hollow around the eye, tighten the yarn
through a few stitches under the chin.

Repeat for the other side of the same eye.

The hollow for the eye is now completed. Should
you want the hollow deeper the process can be
repeated and a stitch added towards the top of the
eye.

Remember to always keep the yarn tight when

the needle is pulled out under the chin, during the

sewing to keep the tension and for the hollow to
become permanent.

Repeat the process for the other eye.

Buttonholes

Worked as a continuation of the jacket.
Crochet upwards on the side of the jacket:
25)) 3dc, *4 ch ("eye”), skip 2 dc,

Sew buttons on the opposite side, exactly equal to
the buttonholes that were just created (“the eyes”).

Sleeves (2 x)
Work on the sleeves starting from the 5th ch in the
armholes from the 4th round.

The last round creates 6 holes to pull the cord
through.

Backpack cover

Do not close the ring, 1 t-ch.
2) *2 dc in each st*, 1 tch (10)
3) *1 dc in next st, 2 dc in next st*,

1 tch (15)
4. *2 dc, 2 dc in next st*, 1 ch (20)

Pull the yarn through the last st and use the end of
the yarn to attach the cover to the backpack.

Shoulder straps (2 x)

1) Crochet a chain of 45 ch (45)
2.) Start at the 2nd ch after the hook
and crochet 44 s st (44)

Pull the yarn through the last st and use the end
of the yarn to attach the shoulder straps o the
backpack.

Cord

The cord is made for a length of yarn of approx.
45 cm held double.

Pull the cord through the 6 holes and tie a knot at
each end.

Pull the cord and make a bow.




Good to know

Hook Size + Tension

Crocheters crochet very differently: some crochet with a hook
size 2,0 mm and obtain the same size of design and quality
as a person who crochets with a hook size 4,0 mm. We owe
this knowledge to the team of crocheters who join us.

The key to crochet a specific size is a lot about the crochet
style/hands/skills, rather than the size of hook. Therefore,
we will recommend a range of hook sizes.
