Yarn consumption:
approx. 3.9 oz. (110g) (1 skein)
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Measurements prior to assembly:
approx. 42.5 x 9.4 inches (108 cm x 24 cm)

Crochet tension:
13 stsx 11 rows.=4"x4" (10 x 10 cm)

Abbreviations:

s: stitch

ch: chain stitch

hdc: half double crochet stitch
blo: back loop only

ss: slip stitch

Pattern
Note: Each row starts with 1 ch stitch. However, it does not count as a stitch.
1. Ch 142.In the 3rd ch from the hook, work 1 hdc.
Work hdc in each ch till the end of the row. (140)
2. Turn by chaining 1. Work hdc in blo till the end of the row. (140)

Repeat row 2 until you have 26 rows in total. Cut the yarn and weave in the ends.
