
KNITTING PATTERN

Laudy
Skirt

Design: Sys Fredens | Hobbii Design
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MATERIALS
2 (2, 2, 2, 2) skeins of Twister, color 36

Circular needles 32” (80 cm)/ size 2.5 (3
mm), size 6 (4 mm) and size 8 (5 mm)
Stitch markers
Elastic band 30 mm wide for waistband

YARN QUALITY
Twister, Hobbii

55% Cotton, 45% Acrylic/
8.8 oz. (250 g) = 1094 yds (1000 meters)

GAUGE
27 sts and 39 rounds for 4” (10 cm) on a
size 2.5 (3 mm) needle.

SIZE
S (M, L, XL, XXL)

MEASUREMENTS
Hip, circumference: 37” (39.4”, 41.7”, 44”,
46.5”) or 94 (100, 106, 112, 118) cm
Length: approx. 24.4” (62 cm)

PATTERN INFORMATION
The skirt is knitted in stockinette stitch, from
the top down.
Start by using a size 2.5 (3 mm) needle, then
a round of increases is made, and then
continue with a size 6 (4 mm) needle. This is
repeated and the last part is knitted on a size
8 (5 mm) circular needle. Finish in garter
stitch.
There is enough yarn to knit a longer skirt in
most sizes.

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Pattern

WAIST, WAISTBAND
Start the first skein with the bright color. Cut 10-13 ft. (3-4 meter) yarn to sew up the
waistband.
Cast on 224 (243, 260, 275, 286) sts on a size 2.5 (3 mm) circular needle. Gather the round
and knit in the round.
Knit 1.2” (3 cm) stockinette st.
Note check to see if the width fits the elastic band.
Purl 1 round for the hem/folding line.
Knit 1.2” (3 cm) stockinette st.

SKIRT
First part
Continue in stockinette st on a size 2.5 (3 mm) circular needle.
Knit 1 round.
Increasing round
Knit *8 (9, 10, 11, 11), inc 1 st (pick up st and knit tbl)*, repeat * - * around = 28 (27, 26, 25,
26) sts inc = 252 (270, 286, 300, 312) sts.
Knit until the first part measures 6” (15 cm) measured from the hem/folding line as you
increase 4 (0, 0, 4, 0) sts evenly on the last round = 256 (270, 286, 304, 312) sts.
Purl 1 round.

Second part
Switch to a size 6 (4 mm) circular needle and continue in stockinette st.
Increasing round
Knit 0 (6, 6, 0, 0), *k4, inc 1 st (pick up st and knit tbl)*, repeat * - * around = 64 (66, 70, 76,
78) sts inc = 320 (336, 356, 380, 390) sts.
Knit until the second part measures 8” (20 cm).
Purl 1 round.
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Third part
Switch to a size 8 (5 mm) and continue in stockinette st.
Increasing round
Knit 0 (0, 0, 0, 6), *k4, inc 1 st (pick up st and knit tbl)*, repeat * - * around = 80 (84, 89, 95,
96) sts inc = 400 (420, 445, 475, 486) sts.
Knit until the third part measures approx. 10.2” (26 cm).
Note When switching to the other skein, begin with the dark color.

EDGE
Purl 1 round, knit 1 round and purl 1 round.
Bind off loosely.

ASSEMBLING
Cut a piece of elastic band fitting your waistband. Sew the ends together to make a ring.
Fold the waistband at the hem/folding line and sew the cast on edge to the wrong side with
the elastic band inside.
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
