
Cotton Stripes Pillow –  Square
No. 1001-212-2074

Materials
Rainbow Cotton 8/8 – col. 14 and 29
Crochet hook, 3 or 3.5 mm
Pillow 42x42 cm
3 buttons, 20 mm

Yarn usage, about:
Col. A: 215g
Col. B: 185g

Crochet gauge
About 16 sts x 13.5 rows =
10x10 cm

Abbreviations
st(s): stitch(es)
ch: chain stitch
sc: single crochet
hdc: half double crochet
sl st: slip stitch

Pattern instructions – Guide with pictures can be found below the instructions
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1. Using col. A, ch 67. Make 1 hdc in the 2nd st from the hook and 1 hdc in every st until end
of row. (66)

2. Ch 1 and turn. 1 hdc in every st until end of row. (66)

Repeat the 2nd row, switching colors to make stripes as described:

7 rows color A – incl. the first 2 rows.
7 rows color B
5 rows color A
7 rows color B
5 rows color A
7 rows color B
5 rows color A
7 rows color B
14 rows color A
7 rows color B
5 rows color A
7 rows color B
5 rows color A
7 rows color B
5 rows color A
7 rows color B
11 rows color A

Now, buttonholes are worked. Continue in color A

119. Turn and ch 1. Make 1 hdc in the first 15 sts. Ch 2, skip 2 sts and make 1 hdc in the
next 15 sts. Ch 2, skip 2 sts and make 1 hdc in the next 15 sts. Ch 2, skip 2 sts and make 1
hdc in the last 15 sts.

120. Turn and ch 1. Make 1 hdc in every st. In the buttonholes, work 2 hdc. (66)

121. Turn and ch 1. Hdc in every st until end of row. (66)

122. Turn and ch 1. Sl st in every st until end of row. (66)

Cut the yarn and weave in ends.
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Finishing:

1. Fold the piece in the middle of the
14 rows of color A.

2. Fold over the piece with buttonholes
as pictured here.

3. Join one side with sl sts. 4. Work through all three layers at the
end with the buttonholes is folded
down.
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5. Like so 6. Repeat at the other side. Cut the
yarn and weave in ends.

7. Sew on the 3 buttons so they match
up to the buttonholes.

8. Like so. Place the pillow inside and
button up the pillowcase.
